4. REPORTS:   

4.1 PLANNING AND ENVIRONMENTAL MANAGER’S REPORT ON ENGINEERING OPERATIONS

S. Moran spoke to this report noting that the survey work carried out on the Cobden Cut was completed using survey information provided by Grey District Council.  

A meeting of the Canavans Knob Rating District held on the 30th of January was well attended, ratepayers declined Transit’s proposal to part fund the relocation of the stopbank.  This would have been at a cost of around $110,000 to the rating district.

S. Moran explained to Council the requirements for the Okuru rockwork.   Included in this project is a direct transfer of land between Westland District Council to the West Coast Regional Council which our CEO has now signed.

4.2 VECTOR PROGRAMME MANAGER’S REPORT

A. Macalister spoke to this report.  Good progress is being made, minor performance failures have been investigated.  50% of the programme has been invoiced, VM are now seven months into the programme.  The design programme for 2007 / 2008 is near completion.  

The theft of 1080 from a contractors shed in Westport was discussed.  A. Macalister clarified that four bags of heat damaged 1080 poison was stolen. It was noted that the contractor was fully compliant with the Hazardous Substances and New Organisms Act 1996 (HSNO).

Cr Scarlett queried the monitoring of traps, A. Macalister explained the process stating that this is part of the national protocol for the use of 1080.  Two large integrated aerial / ground programmes are scheduled for Hokitika – Arahura River area and Taramakau – Grey – Arnold River areas.

A. Macalister drew Council’s attention to the typographical error in the ERMA submission stating that 26% of people are supportive of the use of 1080 and not 16%.

C. Ingle stated that he is grateful for this assistance.
